Role Purpose
The Chief Executive Officer provides strategic leadership and operational management for the charity. Working closely with the Board of Trustees, the CEO will ensure the organisation delivers its mission, remains financially sustainable, and operates in line with regulatory and governance requirements.
The CEO will combine strategic oversight with hands-on delivery across fundraising, partnerships, team leadership, and day-to-day management.

· Work with trustees to develop and manage the charity’s annual budget.
· Ensure robust financial controls and oversight.
· Monitor financial performance and report to the Board.
· Support long-term financial sustainability.
Fundraising and Income Generation
· Lead the development and delivery of the charity’s fundraising strategy.
· Identify and secure funding from grants, trusts, donors, and other sources.
· Build and maintain relationships with funders, partners, and supporters.
· Support funding applications and impact reporting.
Operations and Service Delivery
· Oversee the effective delivery of the charity’s services and programmes.
· Ensure services are high quality, impactful, and aligned with the charity’s objectives.
· Monitor outcomes and demonstrate impact.
Staff and Volunteer Leadership
